Bursary fund


The bursary fund (here after known as the fund) is an amount of money each year that is donated by friends of The Academy (here after known as TA) into the funds trust and is to be used solely for the benefit of TA members who have restrictions on finance.  The fund will differ each year in total due to the variables in the way money is donated.  Friends of TA can pay in from £50.00 to £250.00 per annum.  Below is a list of rules that will pertain to the fund.

Fund rules

1. Anyone can donate money to the fund; donations will be in £50.00 increments to a max total of £250.00. 
(i) £50.00 increments are complete donations and gift aid signatures will be required.

(ii) Two people can donate £25.00 each but it only shows as a £50.00 donation and only one vote will be credited.

(iii) Anyone making a donation to the fund will be deemed a fund member.

2. For each increment of £50.00 donated the donor will be deemed to be a fund group member and receive one vote when member’s applications are viewed.

(i) Voting will be by way of a group meeting.

(ii) Applicant’s details and applications will be forwarded prior to voting.

(iii) Anyone not being able to make a meeting can vote by proxy or mail.


3. The fund will never pay out more than the total amount that is held in the bank.

(i)
The funds bank account going into over draft is not an option.

4. Any funds not awarded in any year will be held in the funds bank account until the following year.

5. Any money paid to TA for a successful applicant will be by donation and gift aid will apply.

(i) TA will be responsible for obtaining any gift aid due as any payments would be considered a donation.

(ii) The total amount applied for by any applicant will be the total less the gift aid.

6. The fund can be withdrawn at any time by mutual consent of the members, although not during a season that has already commenced.
(i) Typically the announcement will be made of any withdrawal in the April proceeding the on coming season.

(ii) If circumstances prevail the withdrawal could be at any time up to and including the first camp rehearsal to be held after 1st September.

(iii) Once the first camp rehearsal has taken place the fund will remain in place for the season.

(iv) If cadet, Junior, A and Open class have camps at different times then it will be the first group to have camp that will be deemed as the first camp of the season.


7. Any withdrawal of the fund will be communicated through TA to their members.

(i) The current fund members will be notified of any withdrawal by post.

(ii) TA will communicate any withdrawal through the TA website.

8. Any money held in the fund’s account, on notice of withdrawal, will be allocated to any applicants that have already applied for the forth coming season.

(i) If no applications have been received then TA, and only TA, will be donated any monies held.
(ii) Should TA cease to exist then the fund members will look for a like for like group in the UK to receive any outstanding monies held as long as the like for like group is a registered charity.

9. Only Members that follow the application rules will be awarded bursary from the fund.
(i) Any award will be paid at the times that the regulated payment for which the award is granted should be due and not in a lump sum.  This will protect the interest for monies remaining in the funds bank account.

10. The funds members will not be, intentionally, publicised.

11. The funds group members’ decision will be final.

12. There will be NO means of appeal either in writing or verbal.

13. Applications will be dealt with in strict confidence, only successful applicants will be publicised.

(i) The total of award for an individual will not be made public.

(ii) The total amount awarded for the on coming season will be announced as a complete figure.
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Applicants rules.
1. The fund is open to any TA member that has completed one season consecutively to their application year.

(iii) This excludes members taking a year out from applying on their return.

(iv) Completing one year is deemed to be any member that signs up before December of that current season and performs at the WGUK British Championships (this also includes any other championship that TA decide to enter).

2. Applicants must apply for an application pack in writing to:-  TA Bursary Fund C/O 35 lawns Crescent, Little Thurrock, Grays, Essex, RM17 6EZ.

The recipient of the application will then forward the document on to the fund members.

3. Applications must be completed in full and signatures from members, parents and guardians will be required for applicants under 18 years.

(i)
Spoilt application forms will be disregarded.

4. There will be set criteria that different levels of awards will need to reach, these levels will be set out in the application pack.

(i) Level 1 is a full season, this will cover all registration fee’s subscriptions and trips.

(ii) Level 2 will cover all subscriptions

(iii) Level 3 will cover 50% of subscriptions

(iv) Level 4 will cover registration.

(v) Level 5 can be a combination of any of the above or any other cost that TA implement.

5. Successful applicants will need to take on set goals during the season, these goals will be set and based on the amount of award given. 

(i) The goals will be listed in the application pack, members should consider the goals before making the application.

6. Any applicant failing to reach the goals set out for the season will forfeit the award and will owe TA the monies removed.

(i) Legal proceeding will be taken to recover the monies owed to TA if applicants fail to fulfil goals set out.
7. Successful applicants names will be announced through TA

(i) The total amount awarded to a successful applicant will not be made public.
(ii) It will be announced what the award was for IE subscriptions, total season, a trip or part of.

8. The applicant accepts that the bursary fund members decision is final and there will be no route of appeal.

9. Any applicant not completing the full season will forfeit the award and will become libel for the amount up until the date of leaving TA.
(i) Legal proceeding will be taken to recover the monies owed to TA if applicants failed to fulfil goals set out.
